Prometeo to market hovercraft

KUALA LUMPUR: Italian hovercraft
maker Hi Tech International Srl (HTI)
has appointed Prometeo (M) Sdn
Bhd its sole distributor for the
Malaysian market.

The appointment marks HTI's
debut entry into South-East Asia. It is
targeting to sell about 180 units in
Malaysia, primarily to the govern-
ment sector.

“We will initially market the
Hoverescue model 425, which is the
best model for rescue services. We
expect to bring in the first batch in
1% months,” Prometeo director
Datin Susi Nurani Razikin said after
the signing ceremony between the
two companies yesterday.

Susi said the reliability and robust-
ness of HTT's hovercraft would attract
governmental bodies such as the
armed forces and fire and rescue ser-
vices to use it for their operations.

The company, she added, would
also engage in hovercraft training as
part of its marketing efforts.
